In addi-
tion, a number of “old-timers” who have not been with us for a while were in attendance.
Henree Martin, the current CFL Chairman of the Board, served as master of ceremonies for
the evening.
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As explained by Bill, “I have been
inducted into a number of Halls of
Fame through the years, including:
the College Football, Texas Sports,
Baylor and the Cleveland Browns. |
got to thinking; there are so many
more people that deserve a Hall of
Fame honor, infinitely more than
these old jocks. So, we decided to
establish a Hall of Fame according
to God’s value system.”

He went on to say, “In God’s way of thinking, serving the ‘least’ in prisons, schools and kids
at risk should be honored much more than a bunch of old ‘has-beens.” God will someday in
heaven reward those who have chosen the ‘serving the least’ way of life. So, we estab-
lished the Champions for Life Hall of Fame.”

“In the process of putting this reunion celebration together we have discovered many more
people who should have been honored in both groups of honorees, so this could well be-
come an annual event. We will no doubt miss many of those who have served unselfishly.
But God will take care of that in heaven.”

a driven, no nonsense, get-it-done leader who could cut to the chase. Others knew him as a
kind, tenderhearted gentleman who had a passion for evangelism and a heart for “the least
of these.” He was both.

As a leader, Dick knew how to get things done efficiently, how to recruit good people, and how
to effectively delegate. He was a true servant-leader and living example of what Bill Glass
calls a “dedicate.” And, perhaps no other person has held as many different volunteer posi-
tions with CFL; he’s done it all. With his commitment to Biblical values, his determination and
unfailing dedication, he inspired many.

As a person, he had a humble spirit and a love for others that could sometimes be over-
looked. Because of his humility, few are aware of his generosity and personal ministry of
helps. Over the years he corresponded with hundreds of inmates - ministering, encouraging
and disciplining. When they got out, he helped many with finding jobs, churches and financial
assistance.

Unfortunately, Dick’s decline in health restricted his participation in CFL ministry events, so
we saw less of him during the past couple years. Even so, that didn’t stop him from being
involved when he could. Dick Abernathy, the D/FW General Chairman, relates a story of
Dunham'’s attendance at a critical Ownership Committee meeting last year. “Dick insisted on
attending, even though he had to be wheeled in with a wheelchair. During part of the meet-
ing, he even had to lie on the floor because he couldn’t sit up; yet he insisted on staying. Now
that truly personifies the word ‘dedicate’,” said Abernathy, who recognized Dunham'’s partici-

pation at one point as “a word from the floor.”

Dick constantly had evangelism on his mind; he walked the walk and lived this out with his
life. In a visit to his hospital room shortly before Dunham’s death, Alan Mann relates how this
held true even to the end. “During the visit he mostly slept, but as | announced | was leaving,
Dick suddenly awoke, sat up in the bed, and said in a loud voice, ‘Go out and spread the Gos-
pell’” These were perhaps some of his last words on this earth.

Besides his involvement in CFL, Dick served in leadership capacities for a number of other
ministries and churches over the years. His continual commitment to Christ literally touched
thousands, if not tens of thousands of lives. We miss you, Dick Dunham; and your reward in
Heaven is certainly great!

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DICK DUNHAM, 1933 - 2009 Spotlight on

Dick Dunham, a pillar of the Champions for Life prison minis-
try, went to be with our Lord this past February 8 after a long
illness. Dick contributed immeasurably to CFL, and all of us
who knew him are richer for it. While we mourn this loss, we
also rejoice with Dick at his homegoing, knowing that he is
face to face with his Savior whom he so deeply loved.

For over two decades, Dick served the ministry in many ca-
pacities - as a Teammate, Coordinator, Local Team member,
D/FW General Chairman, Board of Directors member, and
special advisor. He was also honored this past November
with induction into the CFL Hall of Fame.

And, perhaps no one in the history of CFL has personally recruited as many people to be-

come involved. Using methods that ranged from gentle persuasion to outright arm- Emllle
twisting, Dick constantly recruited volunteers over the years. “l can speak to the ‘arm-
twisting’ part from personal experience,” declares Alan Mann; “without Dick Dunham'’s Crawford
