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Walk through the intake area of any juvenile facility and you will be surrounded by angry 

faces. In a jungle of concrete and steel, these kids are mad. Mad at the òsystemó, their drug 

addict mothers, their abusive or absent fathers, the world and most of all, mad at them-

selves. Some people say itõs in their blood.  

Some kids will readily admit they belong here. 

They express relief from their helter-skelter 

lives.  Regular meals.  No drive-bys.  A chance 

to stop and reflect.  A chance to put down the 

gun, take up a book and learn about the 

world.  Their ògang familyó has abandoned 

them and they realize they have been fed lies 

by their òleadersó.   

 

A recent article in USA Today stated that 

òlocal communities must take more responsi-

bility for their ôAt Riskõ youth. No longer can 

they rely on the State and Federal Govern-

ment for relief.ó Work in the community and 

home will accomplish ten times as much as 

building a new facility. Prison breeds anger and hatred; it òhardensó men and women. It is a 

criminal training ground where kids go from making bad decisions to career criminals.  

 

Strong families and communities can separate the kids who made a bad decision from 

those who want to be criminals.  We can give kids more opportunities to suceed and instill 

a sense of self-worth which will make the criminal lifestyle less inviting.  Everyone must step 

up and give children an alternative to gangs and drugs. Neighbors must realize that they 

are in fact responsible for the kid down the block. Irresponsible parents must be reported 

and struggling families need support to fill in the gaps that exist.  Would it be worth our 

time to teach just one kid certain morals and values that their parents neglected or over-

looked?  Would it be worth our time if, in five years, kids were hitting baseballs instead of 

dealing dope?  Sports, field-trips, after school jobs, and mostly, just safe, drug-free places 

to hang out help keep kids and adults connected and will combat societal temptations to 

choose unwisely.
